US PRESIDENT Donald Trump’s abrupt decision 
to cut aid to South Africa will have far-reaching 
implications for the province of KwaZulu-Natal, 
which signed exchange agreements on climate 
change with the State of Maryland last year. 
This is according to a respected Durban-based 
environmentalist, Desmond D’sa.

,reimerplataN-uluZawK,rebotcOnI
Thamsanqa Ntuli, announced that he had sealed 
agreements with the State of Maryland during 
the New York Climate Week, which he attended.

“Our partnership with Maryland will assist 
our province in addressing all the negative e�ects 
of �ood disasters. 

“This partnership will be structured to work 
with all 54 municipalities in KZN, including 
solidifying our tourism o�erings and opening 
new opportunities for collaboration,” said Ntuli 
at the time.

The programme was expected to cover issues 
of climate change, agriculture and nutrition.

While the province was mum about the 
programmes following Trump’s executive order, 
D’sa, a well-known environmentalist, said the 
consequences of Trump’s decision would be 
“great” for us.

“We are left on our own to deal with the issue 
of climate change because our government has 
been dragging its feet in dealing with this issue,” 
he said. 

“We have been waiting for someone to �x our 
climate change problems instead of us �xing it 
ourselves,” said D’sa.

Known for his advocacy against air pollution 
in Durban, D’sa also lashed out at the US, saying 
that the country was the biggest polluter in the 
world.

“The US has got away with climate change 
transgressions. Continents such as Africa are 
left to su�er because of the US. It is time for the 
continent to implement its own solutions to the 
crisis of climate change. We cannot delay this any 
further. We need to �nd solutions as we prepare 
for the inevitable,” he said.

D’sa lambasted the US government for using 
countries such as South Africa as “dump sites”.

“The US is also guilty of using many African 
countries as dump sites. We need to �ght it. I think 
it is time now that we unite as a bloc and deal with 
this worrying matter. 

“What Trump has done by freezing funding 
must teach us a lesson not to rely on other people 
to solve our problems,” he said.

KZN, a disaster-prone province, has witnessed 
deadly �oods, including the deluge in 2022 
that left more than 436 people dead and scores 
displaced. Some victims still remain housed in 
various shelters around Durban, including the 
CBD.

In August last year, runaway �res hit the 

KZN Midlands, claiming the lives of 16 people 
and leaving many cattle dead and hundreds of 
people displaced.

A month later, while the province was reeling 
from the �res, a snowstorm struck, leading to 
two deaths and thousands of motorists stranded 
on the N2.

Trump, recently inaugurated as US president 
for the second time, signed an executive order to 
cut funding to South Africa as his �ght-back to 
the recently signed Expropriation Act.

Trump accused the country of “con�scating 
land and treating certain classes of people very 
badly” and subsequently announced that his 
government would freeze funding for aid projects 
under the United States Agency for International 
Development (USaid) for 90 days as he “reviews” 
whether these projects aligned with his priorities.

Economist Dawie Roodt said: "The short 
answer is that (executive order) would not have 
a direct impact, at least not yet, on the South 
African economy. The things he has said so far 
are quite rattling for everybody.”

However, Roodt warned that the �nancial 
markets have already reacted to Trump’s state -
ments.

“Secondly, there is so much that Donald 
Trump can do. If he sanctions South Africa and 
imposes an executive order prohibiting Amer -
icans from buying South African bonds as an 
example, that would have a massive impact on 
the South  African �nancial markets and the 
economy,” he warned.

Roodt said he did not foresee any major 
�nancial implications following Trump’s exec -
utive order.

Bongani Gina, the spokesperson for KwaZulu-
Natal Premier Thami Ntuli declined to comment 
about the future of the programs the province 
had with the State of Maryland: “This matter is 
out of our scope. DIRCO (Department of Inter -
national Relations and Cooperation) is leading 
such discussions.” .

During his State of the Nation Address on 
Thursday, President Cyril Ramaphosa said the 
country “will not be bullied”.

Without mentioning Trump by name, Rama -
phosa said: “We are witnessing the rise of nation -
alism, protectionism, the pursuit of narrow inter -
ests and the decline of common cause.”

In a statement, the Department of Interna -
tional Relations and Cooperation (DIRCO) said: 
“The Government of South Africa has taken note 
of the latest executive order issued by President 
Trump. 

“It is of great concern that the foundational 
premise of this order lacks factual accuracy and 
fails to recognise South Africa’s profound and 
painful history of colonialism and apartheid.”

Trump’s 
funding freeze 
raises fears 
about KZN
climate havoc

PRESIDENT Cyril Ramaphosa continues to face 
backlash over the deployment of the South 
African National Defence Force (SANDF) in the 
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), where 14 
soldiers have been killed.

This was after a Congolese politician Dr Alexis 
Ruberwa criticised Ramaphosa's recent statement 
‘that the 14 deceased were African heroes’.

In a statement issued on February 3, Rama -
phosa said the soldiers were in the DRC as part 
of the South African Development Community 
Mission in the DRC (SAMIDRC) and the UN 
Organisation Stabilisation Mission in the Dem -
ocratic Republic of Congo (MONUSCO).

“As a nation, we pay tribute to our fallen 
soldiers. They are South African and African 
heroes. They lost their lives in defence of the 
defenceless: the men, women and children who 
are the victims of one of the world’s most pro -
tracted con�icts,” the statement said.

Ruberwa, in an open letter to Ramaphosa 
published on The Great Lakes Eye website said “the 
African continent has never had heroes involved 
in ethnic cleansing”.

He said the soldiers were part of a genocidal 
force that Congolese President, Felix Tshisekedi, 
was using to wipe out the Congolese Tutsi, an 
ethnic group of the African Great Lakes region.

Ruberwa said the soldiers had been killed 
“�ghting alongside Tshisekedi’s genocidal coali -
tion force against M23 rebels, who were �ghting 
against an existential threat on Kinyarwanda-
speaking Congolese, especially the Tutsi who 
were killed and cannibalised in broad daylight”.

“How would you feel, if Hendrik Verwoerd, 
Daniel François Malan, and other people who 
supportedApartheidarewritteninbooksas“South 
African and African heroes?”, the letter reads.

Ruberwa said the soldiers have never been in 
eastern DRC to support the people of the DRC, 
as Ramaphosa claimed.

“You hoodwinked your compatriots by claim -
ing that the 14 soldiers lost their lives in defence 
of the defenceless,” said Ruberwa.

“The defenceless community in eastern DRC 
that has been targeted for discrimination, hate 
speech, and systematic killings, is the Kinyar -
wanda-speaking community. These are the very 
people that M23 has been trying to protect from 
extermination.

“It is a shame that you sent thousands of 
troops to operate with South African Develop -
ment Community (SADC) forces, SAMIDRC, the 
Congolese army, the Burundian army, European 
mercenaries, a myriad of militias grouped under 
Wazalendo coalition, and the Rwandan gen -
ocidal militia FDLR, all against the M23 rebel 

group which instead was the one protecting the 
defenseless,” said Ruberwa.

He said that the SANDF mission was there to 
push back M23 from Sake, and take control of 
Rubaya mines, an area with deposits of coltan 
mines in Masisi Territory, North Kivu Province, 
where Tshisekedi promised to pay you back with 
the mineral resources’.

He claimed that Ramaphosa pushed for the 
South African Mining Development Association 
(MIASA) which his family members and friends 
control, to have access to the Rubaya mining hub.

“It is public knowledge that your special 
envoy to the Great Lakes, Je� Radebe, is married 
to Brigitte (sic) Motsepe, the President of MIASA, 
and the sister of the South African �rst lady. 

“Radebe's brother-in-law Patrice Motsepe pre -
sides over the Confederation of African Football 
(CAF) and is one of Africa's billionaires in mining. 
Your zeal in �ghting M23 is not for DRC’s peace 
but about your personal gains and appeasing 
Tshisekedi.”

It was previously reported that Motsepe, the 
founder and chairman of the African Rainbow 
Minerals (ARM), was reportedly keen to invest 
in the DRC phosphate project.

However, the company’s spokesperson Betty 
Maloka had said that ARM is a leading South 
African diversi�ed mining and minerals company 
with operations in South Africa and Malaysia.

“AfricanRainbowMineralsLimited(ARM)does 
not have any mining operations, exploration pro -
jects or business interests in DRC,” she said.

Radebe had previously said that, according 
to his knowledge and understanding, that the 
deployment of South African troops was decided 
by Ramaphosa, the Cabinet, and the National 
Assembly as provided for in the Constitution. He 
saidthisarosefromthedecisionofSADCtodeploy 
apeacekeepingforcetotheEasternDRCcomprising 
troops from Malawi, Tanzania, and South Africa.

“It is, therefore, factually incorrect to say our 
troops were deployed for the personal gains of 
the president. 

“For clarity, I was not appointed by the 
president as special envoy to the DRC, but as 
special envoy to the Great Lakes Region, which 
comprises more than 10 countries including the 
DRC, said Radebe, adding that he was no longer 
married to Bridgette.

Ruberwa said several leaders on the continent 
and political observers have been calling for 
political dialogue to end the eastern DRC crisis 
but ‘Ramaphosa failed to tell his friend Tshisekedi 
what is right because of his personal economic 
interests’.

“The M23’s issue is a DRC internal problem 
that does not need any foreign interference, and 
therefore, keep your soldiers out of our country.

“By stating that “respect for DRC’s territorial 
integrity” will be required, you showed that 
you don’t believe that M23 rebels are legitimate 
Congolese citizens. M23 rebels do not violate 
DRC’s territorial integrity, because it is their 
motherland,” said Ruberwa.

“You should borrow a leaf and learn from the 
wisdom of your predecessor president, Thabo 
Mbeki, who on di�erent occasions, reiterated 
that the problems in DRC have been caused by 
the Kinshasa government’s refusal to recognise 
the Kinyarwanda-speaking people as legitimate 
Congolese. SANDF to �ght against them is to 
deny them their fundamental human rights,” 
he added.

Asked for a comment, Ramaphosa’s spokes -
person Vincent Magwenya said: “I don't know 
who  Dr Alexis Ruberwa is, and I don't think 
there's any value in responding to his personal 
opinion.”

Ramaphosa was recently criticised by political 
parties and members of parliament (MPs) for the 
involvement of SANDF troops in the DRC.

Build One South Africa (BOSA) challenged 
Ramaphosa to tell the country what was really 
going on in the DRC and why South African lives 
were being lost.

“Is our involvement in the DRC a sel�ess 
mission for regional peace, or are we entangled in 
a dangerous geopolitical game driven by resource 
exploitation and private interests? It can only be 
national interests that require military power to 
be deployed to another country,” the party said.

DuringaparliamentarysessiononTuesday,EFF 
MP Natasha Ntlangwini alleged that the mission 
was primarily designed to safeguard the mining 
interests of Ramaphosa’s “white friends” rather 
than genuinely contributing to regional peace.

Defence Minister Angie Motshekga denied 
that the main reason behind the deployment of 
the country’s soldiers in the DRC was to protect 
Ramaphosa’s business interests. Motshekga said 
the entire mission of the peacekeeping force in 
the DRC was based on the mandate of the South -
ern African Development Community (SADC).

ABOUT 12 000 swimmers made a splash of it at the 52nd edition of the Aquelle Midmar Mile this past weekend, the event that is 
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THE South African Reserve Bank (SARB) 
has been called on to ensure the recov -
ery of the billions of rand in retirement 
funds that was allegedly siphoned o� 
during the Steinho� saga.

Standing Committee on Finance 
chairperson Joe Maswanganyi said the 
SARB is not absolved of its responsibility 
and must ensure the recovery of funds 
belonging to workers.

Maswanganyi said the Steinho� 
investigations have not been shelved 
by the committee. The committee is 
awaiting supplementary information on 
progress with tracing the money and 
facilitating repayments.

“The Steinho� matter has never been 
taken o� the agenda. The money owed 
to the state must be paid back, it is work -
ers’ money that has to be recovered,” 
Maswanganyi said. 

“We are still awaiting reports on the 
matter from the PIC, the Reserve Bank 
and the legal teams that have been run -
ning with the investigations. We have 
inherited the matter and we will ensure 

that the money is paid back.”
The SARB came under the spotlight 

in the Steinho� saga after it initiated 
disciplinary action against its former 
divisional head of the �nancial sur -
veillance department, Raymond Paola, 
for allegedly facilitating questionable 
facilitation of the movement of billions 
of rand for Steinho� out of South Africa 
via 16 exchange control applications, 
contravening a litany of the bank’s rules 
governing cross-border transactions 
between 2012 and 2017.

The SARB’s preliminary investigation 
had been focused on Steinho�’s risk 
manager, Chris Grové, another former 
SARB employee, as documents, includ -
ing emails, suggested Grové was the 
point man between Steinho� and SARB 
who worked closely with Paola.

The bank has remained silent on the 
matter since and has declined to  answer 
questions on whom Paola’s executives 
were; if SARB regulator controls had 
been �xed in the face of these alleged 
exchange control violations and if more 
senior people other than Paola were 
aware of the transactions.

“We have pursued the matter with 

the SARB even the last time we met, we 
are waiting for supplementary informa -
tion. Our understanding is that it is also 
being pursued by the law enforcement 
agencies,” Maswanganyi said.

He said the recent revelation of lack 
of transparency and transformation by 
the banking sector at the joint sitting 
of the �nance committees last week 
had strengthened the case for banks 
to indicate their commitment towards 
black empowerment.

“The new focus is on transformation 
in which ownership of the banks will be 
explained to us. We want to see what 
the participation of blacks in the sector 
is, if the empowerment is adequate and 
meaningful rather than an exercise to 
tick the boxes,” he said. 

In ongoing investigation and litiga -
tion on the Steinho� matter, the SARB 
in October seized more than R67 million 
in assets belonging to former Stein -
ho� executive, Stephanus (or Stéhan) 
Grobler.

In gazetted forfeiture notices, the 
SARB seized more than R66m in shares 
and loan accounts as declared by Grob -
ler in February 2020.

Reserve Bank faces pressure to recover 
billions lost in Steinho� scandal
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PRESIDENT Cyril Ramaphosa is set 
to send a high-powered delegation to 
Washington to negotiate with US Pres -
ident Donald Trump. The move comes 
after Trump signed an executive order 
halting all aid and assistance to South 
Africa, citing claims of “race-based dis -
crimination” against Afrikaners, such as 
the country’s Expropriation Act.

Some believe that Trump’s decision 
is linked to Elon Musk’s Starlink internet 
service, which so far has been denied a 
licence to operate in South Africa due to 
its refusal to follow the country’s black 
economic empowerment (BEE) laws.

Musk, who has close ties with Trump, 
is reportedly using his in�uence to pres -
sure the SA government to relax its BEE 
requirements.

The delegation to Washington is 
expected to include senior government 
o�cials and business leaders, who will 
attempt to persuade Trump to reconsider 
his decision. The team will also engage 
with US lawmakers and other stakehold -
ers to resolve the issues at hand.

Although uncon�rmed by the gov -
ernment, sources close to the presidency 
said the delegation will comprise of 
government and non-government o� -
cials including Ramaphosa’s �xer Bejani 
Chauke, International Relations min -
ister Ronald Lamola and ANC deputy 
secretary-general Nomvula Mokonyane.

E�orts to reach presidency spokes -
person Vincent Magwenya were unsuc -
cessful by the time of publication.

However, according to weekend 
reports, Magwenya said it was now clear 
that signing the Expropriation Act was 
not the matter at hand.

“Other issues have since emerged, 
including our stance against the geno -
cidal state of Israel and our G20 theme 
of equality, solidarity, and sustainabil -
ity,” he said.

Meanwhile, the DA has announced 
that it will send its own delegation to 
Washington to engage with US deci -
sion-makers on the diplomatic stand-o�.

Political analyst Ntsikelelo Breakfast 
said the grievance SA lodged at the Inter -
national Court of Justice (ICJ) against 
Israel had also played a role in Trump’s 
decision to stop aid to South Africa.

“That move did not sit well with 
some powerful people in the US.

“The Americans have used Israel as 
an entry point in the a�airs of the 
Middle East… so that grievance was 
perceived to be an anti-American stance.

“It’s going to be interesting how 
this delegation’s visit is going to play 
itself out in the US given the fact that 
there are some demands that the Trump 
administration is making… For instance 
the withdrawal of the grievance in the 
ICJ and the withdrawal of the land 
policy, which is a mission impossible,” 
Breakfast said.

He added that the US-SA diplomatic 
con�ict was going to escalate.

“I’m not quite sure if that delegation 
would be able to cool o� the Repub -
licans because the people who are in 
charge of America now are reactionary, 
right-wing politicians who are on a mis -
sion to attack any state that is seen to 
be siding with the enemies of the US.

“The fact that SA has a relationship 
with Iran also does not sit well with the 
US. SA is also seen to be aligning with 
Russia. It is seen to be aligning with 
countries that are not on good terms 
with the US.

“This would have been handled 
di�erently if it was the Democrats in 
charge.

“Under the current circumstances it 
looks like the gloves are o� but President 
Ramaphosa was circumspect in terms 
of his response. It was not aggressive 
enough…What will hurt SA is that the 
people who have been travelling to the 
US have painted a picture that Afrikan -
ers are being ill treated.”

SA scrambles 
to resolve 
diplomatic 
stand-o� with US
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LOCAL truck drivers say the employ -
ment of foreign nationals by South 
African trucking companies remains a 
signi�cant challenge, despite years of 
work to address this issue amid destruc -
tive protests that have caused millions 
of rand in property damage. 

One of the unions for the truck driv -
ers now wants a meeting with President 
Cyril Ramaphosa.

Between 2021 and 2024, there have 
been numerous truck attack incidents 
along the N3 route where trucks were 
set alight. In 2023, one incident at Van 
Reenen’s Pass saw several trucks burned, 
with damage estimated at R80 million.

In response to the complaints by 
local drivers and truck attacks in recent 
years, the government formed multidis -
ciplinary task teams in a bid to ensure 
labour law compliance within the 
industry and to address local drivers’ 
grievances.

A former leader of the truck driving 
union, who declined to be named, told 
The Mercury that very little has hap -
pened to deal with the local drivers’ 
complaints.

“The government lied; nothing has 
changed in this industry. You still have 
many foreign drivers in South Africa.” 

He said there were other issues 
including low wages.

“We are su�ering. In one of the 
recommendations made by that task 

team, it said we must be treated with 
respect and in compliance with the 
labour laws. I can tell you now it is not 
the case,” he said.

Gugu Sokhela, the deputy secre -
tary-general of the All Truck Drivers 
Forum, said they now wanted to raise 
their concerns with Ramaphosa.

“We want to meet with the presi -
dent and present our case because these 
task teams are not helping. There is no 
movement in this matter. The only time 
that government o�cials show interest 
is when local truck drivers threaten a 
shutdown, and then we see these o� -
cials coming to say, ‘let’s hear what these 
drivers want to say,’” he said.

He said a meeting with the task 
team was set for Wednesday where they 

would raise their frustration with the 
lack of progress.

“We now seek the intervention of 
the president. Since those task teams 
were formed, there has been no move -
ment on addressing the appointment 
of foreign drivers. Initially, there was a 
proposal for inspections in certain com -
panies in KwaZulu-Natal, but we found 
that it is only the SAPS that shows up 
for those inspections. They cannot verify 
whether that person is in the country 
legally or whether they are allowed to 
work because the people who are sup -
posed to check that, Labour and Home 
A�airs, are not present,” Sokhela said.

Gavin Kelly, of the Road Freight 
Association, said: “The summary by the 
unions is correct; not much has been 

achieved (however, the goalposts are 
repeatedly changed). The SAPS, Depart -
ment of Home A�airs, and Department 
of Employment and Labour do imple -
ment inspections (raids) on employers 
– mostly those that are registered and 
are known. The ‘unknown/non-com -
pliant companies’ slip through the net. 
The current exemption permit has been 
extended for another year. The com -
mittee has also focused on matters not 
in the original scope – which is very 
frustrating.”

The Department of Home A�airs 
directed all questions to the Depart -
ment of Labour. At the time of publi -
cation, the Department of Labour had 
not responded to repeated requests for 
comment which were sent last week.

Local truck drivers want meeting with Ramaphosa over concerns
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THE ongoing water outages in eThek -
wini Municipality have led a senior 
councillor to question whether sabotage 
was taking place.

This comes after President Cyril 
Ramaphosa, during his State of the 
Nation Address (Sona), hailed the suc -
cess of the eThekwini Presidential Work -
ing Group (EPWG) which was formed to 
address some of the pressing challenges 
in the city.

The business community, which is 
represented in the group, acknowledged 
that there have been achievements, but 
said there were serious concerns regard -
ing water and sanitation.

Water, in particular, is a signi�cant 
concern in the city. Numerous water 
outages have prompted chairperson of 
the Trading Services Committee, Mdu 
Nkosi, to raise questions about possible 
sabotage. 

The Trading Services Committee has 
oversight on the water and sanitation 
units.

Nkosi called on the police to inves -
tigate the water crisis. 

“It is quite clear that something is 
amiss here; it cannot be that the water 
infrastructure fails simultaneously all 
over the city,” he said.

“Technical reports provided by city 
workers indicate that the city’s reservoirs 
are full of water. This implies that some -
where, the water is being deliberately 
shut o� to certain communities to create 
instability,” he said. 

Nkosi added that even if there were 
water leaks, it could not account for the 
severe shortages.

He also said that the leaks are not 
only due to ageing infrastructure but 
also because city infrastructure is being 
damaged through illegal connections. 

He asserted that there could be some 
form of sabotage, potentially political 
or business-related, and called on the 
police to investigate the matter.

In April last year, the president estab -
lished the EPWG to help the city address 
key challenges, including water supply 
problems.

In his Sona on Thursday, the presi -
dent said the government will expand 
its support to municipalities that require 
assistance, drawing on the lessons 
learned from the EPWG. 

He said there was “great progress in 
eThekwini” as they had implemented 
the district development model, which 
enables all key role players in govern -
ment, business, labour, and communi -
ty-based organisations to work together.

Andrzej Kiepiela, the co-ordinator 
of the KwaZulu-Natal Growth Coali -
tion, stated that while the EPWG is on 
the right track, challenges remain in 

addressing water and sanitation issues, 
as well as the non-performance of low -
er-ranking o�cials.

“Progress has been made on the 
security of doing business in Durban 
due to close co-operation between SAPS, 
business, and the premier, promoting 
tourism, ports, and railways. We are 
moving in the right direction,” he said.

The Durban Chamber of Commerce 
and Industry NPC said there was a need 
for a clear action plan on how the chal -
lenges in eThekwini Municipality will 
be addressed. 

“With the Presidential eThekwini 
Working Group established, we believe 
we can fast-track the implementation of 
key reforms in eThekwini… Businesses 
still su�er from poor service delivery, 
which includes water shortages, unsta -
ble supply of electricity and ine�cient 
waste removal services.”

Asad Ga�ar, of the Westville Rate -
payers Association, expressed scepticism 
about the success of the EPWG. “The 
Auditor-General’s report is in black and 
white: they have failed, and their pres -
ence is just another unnecessary cost to 
the ratepayers.”

He said the water crisis had reached 
breaking point. “We will be launching 
a massive protest campaign against the 
City.”

Ish Prahladh, of the eThekwini Rate -
payers and Residents Association, said: 
“It is unfortunate that the president 
thinks the Presidential Working Group 
is working well.” 

He said water supply, in particular, 
was a problem across the City.

Presidency spokesperson Vincent 
Magwenya said turning around the 
eThekwini Metro remains a work in 
progress. 

“The president visited the city last 
year around November and received 
a report from all stakeholders. He was 
satis�ed with the progress being made. 
That doesn’t mean every issue has been 
resolved and everything is perfect.”

Mluleki Mntungwa, spokesperson for 
the eThekwini mayor, said the concerns 
raised by Nkosi are just some of the 
matters that the executive committee is 
dealing with. He said they were calling 
for the engagement of law enforcement.

“There are four matters that the 
city is dealing with: vandalism of infra -
structure, ageing infrastructure, supply 
exceeding demand, and illegal connec -
tions. However, there are measures that 
we are putting in place to address these 
situations,” he said.

Mntungwa said the City was pleased 
with Ramaphosa’s re�ection on the 
work done by the presidential working 
group, adding that the City is work -
ing hard to improve services and is 
on track to becoming a premier 
destination.

Water woes spark sabotage fears
Committee chairperson calls for law 

enforcement to investigate

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TAXPAYER s should not expect any sig -
ni�cant tax hikes or immediate relief 
when the Budget speech is delivered on 
Wednesday. 

According to experts, the Budget is 
set to focus on long-term growth and 
�scal prudence, with the potential for a 
more stable economic future.

Maarten Ackerman, the chief econo -
mist at Citadel, said while the gov -
ernment may not introduce new tax 
increases, it could consider adjusting 
existing tax structures, such as revising 
VAT or introducing changes to taxes 
a�ecting high-net-worth individuals. 
Areas to watch include potential modi -
�cations to Regulation 28, capital gains 
tax, and dividend tax, Ackerman added.

“Given the limited �scal �exibility, 
this budget must focus on enhancing 
e�ciency and reducing unnecessary 
expenditure, all while creating an 
environment that supports sustainable 
economic growth,” he said.

Albert Botha, the head of �xed 
Income at Ashburton, said while sig -
ni�cant hikes in personal income tax 
or corporate tax rates were unlikely, any 
adjustments to tax brackets or e�orts to 
broaden the tax base would be scrutin -
ised.  Botha also pointed out that enhan -
cing tax compliance may become a key 
focus for Treasury, especially in light of 
South Africa’s current �scal pressures.

Economist Zandile Makhoba from 
Liberty echoed these sentiments, not -
ing that individual taxpayers hoping 
for relief might be disappointed as the 
Treasury continues to manage a growing 
de�cit.

She pointed to the strain caused by 
the R350 unemployment social security 
grant, which was originally meant to be 
temporary. 

In order to address the widening 
de�cit, the government will need to 
maximise its revenue collection e�orts, 
including through personal income tax, 
Makhoba added.

However, there is some hope for 
consumers, as Makhoba highlighted 

the recent interest rate cuts – totalling 
75 basis points, including a 25-point 
reduction in January. These cuts provide 
some immediate respite, and Makhoba 
suggested that improvements in eco -
nomic e�ciency and �scal prudence, 
as re�ected in this year’s budget, could 
ultimately outweigh the burden South 
Africans face with personal income tax.

The Budget is expected to prioritise 
long-term development, with a focus on 
rebuilding essential infrastructure such 
as roads, railways, and water supply sys -
tems. While the positive e�ects may not 
be felt immediately, Makhoba believes 
these investments will help build eco -
nomic con�dence for the future, espe -
cially after recent strides to improve 
electricity supply. 

This, in turn, is expected to stimulate 
job creation and generate new economic 
opportunities in the long term.

“Hard-pressed consumers can take 
some comfort in the fact that the gov -
ernment is prioritising the fundamentals 
of the economy,” Makhoba said. “While 
the bene�ts may not be immediate, 
there is hope for improved conditions 
down the line.”

On the retirement front, corporate 
leaders are likely to be disappointed by 
the absence of signi�cant developments 
in retirement reform.

Michelle Acton, the chief customer 
O�cer at Old Mutual Corporate, antici -
pates that the focus will remain on 
stabilising the Two-Pot System, with 
auto-enrolment still under considera -
tion. However, any future changes will 
require careful consultation and collab -
oration before implementation.

Industry leaders are pushing for an 
increase in the R350 000 tax-deductible 
contribution cap, which has remained 
unchanged since 2016. 

Acton said that while only higher 
earners had historically reached this 
cap, the introduction of the Two-Pot 
System could encourage more people to 
contribute to retirement savings. Raising 
the cap would allow higher earners to 
save more, improving long-term �nan -
cial security and reducing reliance on 
government support in retirement.

No relief 
yet for 

taxpayers 
Focus on long-term growth, say economists
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THE month-long extension for South 
African Social Security Agency (Sassa) 
bene�ciaries to mandatory switch from 
the Sassa gold cards to new Postbank 
black cards is not enough.

The agency announced on Friday 
that the new deadline was moved to 
March 20, but pensioners and political 
parties fear it will not be enough time 
to accommodate those still struggling to 
change their cards.

Minister of Communications and 
Digital Technologies Solly Malatsi 
and Minister of Social Development 
Nokuzola Tolashe indicated that while 
grants would be paid beyond the new 
deadline, the funds would need to 
be accessed through the Post O�ce 
branches if pensioners did not have the 
new cards. 

“To make sure that we are able to 
assist bene�ciaries to swap their cards as 
e�ciently as possible, our departments 
and entities are working together to add 
more human capacity and are working 
with retailers to increase the number of 
sites across the country. Mobile o�ces 
will also be dispatched to focus on rural 
areas and to ensure that we assist as 
many people as possible,” they said.

But Elna Bantjes from Pietermaritz -
burg said the extension would not sort 
the problem as millions of people have 
not been helped.

“There is no way they will be able 
to change everyone by March 20. This 
process is a nightmare. They can’t expect 
elderly people to stand in long lines. 
There is no separation between old age 
pensioners and recipients of disability 
or child support. 

“I took my 86-year-old mother to 
get the new card and she could not be 
helped. She’s fragile and uses a walker. 
We waited in long queues only to be told 
that she could not be helped because she 
has an old ID. This is despite the fact 
that she already receives a Sassa grant.

“We were able to open a bank 
account for my mum with that ID, yet 
the Sassa o�cial says they can’t use that 
ID. My mother relies on the grant to 
support herself. We are now forced to 
go back to try and resolve the problem,” 
said Bantjes.

Issa Mabuza, 29, from Inchanga, 
who is hearing impaired, said he was 
unable to get the card from Shoprite in 
Pinetown.

“I don’t think the extension is 
enough. If they add more sta�, maybe 
around 10 people, the process could be 
much faster. But if they only keep two 
sta� members, they won’t �nish helping 
everyone in time. Many elderly people 
are already exhausted from standing in 
long lines. They should have considered 
the needs of all bene�ciaries from the 
start, especially the elderly who can’t

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THE Special Investigating Unit (SIU) 
has initiated an investigation into the 
eThekwini Municipality’s Water and 
Sanitation (EWS) unit regarding the pro -
vision of communal ablution blocks to 
informal settlements. 

The inquiry stems from concerns 
over alleged maladministration and 
improper conduct by municipal o� -
cials related to these facilities, crucial for 
enhancing sanitation access in an area 
where the need is dire.

As outlined in a proclamation by 
President Cyril Ramaphosa, the inves -
tigation will scrutinise activities dating 
back as far as January 1, 2015. 

The key focus lies in allegations that 
could reveal irregular and unlawful con -
duct involving public funds amounting 
to millions. 

Reports indicate that the investiga -
tion will delve into whether the muni -
cipality or the state has su�ered any 
losses, which could be recovered.

The SIU is investigating allegations 
of serious maladministration in connec -
tion with the a�airs of the municipality, 
including: improper or unlawful con -
duct by o�cials or employees of the 
municipality; unlawful appropriation or 
expenditure of public money or prop -
erty; unlawful, irregular or unapproved 
acquisitive act, transaction, measure or 
practice having a bearing upon state 
property; intentional or negligent loss 
of public money or damage to public 
property.

The current investigation centres 
speci�cally on the In Situ Upgrade-Infra -
structure Sanitation project. This initia -
tive, aimed at enhancing water and 
sanitation services to human settle -
ments and schools, incurred signi�cant 

unauthorised expenditures, catching the 
attention of the SIU. 

Reports suggest that R326 968 718.17 
(about R327 million) was spent on this 
project during the 2019/2020 �nancial 
year alone, with stakeholders express -
ing concerns about budget approvals 
and the legitimacy of the expenditures. 
Project Y6525, tasked with constructing 
communal ablution blocks, saw funds 
being allocated to service providers and 
consultants for onsite construction. 

Despite undergoing checks and cer -
ti�cations from engaged consultants, 
complaints arose from subcontractors 
regarding the delay of payments for 
work completed. 

Investigations revealed that much 
of the work was outside the agreed pro -
ject scope, resulting in further scrutiny 
and claims of deliberate or negligent 
mismanagement. The municipality did 
not comment at the time of publication.

SIU probes eThekwini Water and Sanitation
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A FORMER Durban family are 
devastated after their 7-year-old 
daughter died from food poison -
ing after allegedly eating chips 
contaminated with a deadly insec -
ticide.

Azra Rahim, 7, of Brakpan, in 
the East Rand, su�ered multiple 
organ failure hours after she had 
allegedly eaten a packet of Go-Slo 
maize-based chips which was 
believed to have been purchased 
from a tuckshop in Benoni.

Tests revealed traces of Ter -
bufos, a deadly insecticide that 
is used to get rid of insects and 
rodents, in her bloodstream.

The Grade 3 pupil, who would 
have celebrated her 8th birthday 
tomorrow (February 13), died on 
January 30.

Her aunt, Cylicia Pillay, of 
Phoenix, said her niece took ill 
a few hours after returning home 
from school.

She said when her sister, Car -
myn Crystal Pillay, fetched Azra 
from school, she was eating the 
chips and continued to do so in 
the car.

“At the time, my sister did not 
think to ask her about the chips 
or where she had got it from,” 
said Pillay.

She said Azra’s school pro -
vided daily lunch and she took 
her snacks from home, which was 
packed by her mother.

“On January 30, Azra went to 
school as usual. My sister packed 
her a snack of mini cheddar bis -
cuits. She knew when Azra ate her 
snack, because she always left the 
empty wrapper in her lunchbox. 
But on this day, there was no 
wrapper in her lunchbox,” said 
Pillay.

She said they were uncertain 
where Azra had got the chips 
from.

“She had no allowance on the 
day of the incident, so she could 
not have bought the chips. But 
the cheddar biscuits were gone. 
Azra only got spending money 
on Fridays. At this stage, we have 
assumed she had swopped her 
snack with one of her friends, 
and that’s how she got the chips,” 
said Pillay.

She said later that evening, 
Azra complained she was feeling 
sick.

“She had also not eaten din -
ner. Azra was watching television 
when she told her mother she 

could not see anything. She said 
she was feeling dizzy and felt 
faint. Her parents took her into 
her room and tried to make her 
comfortable. She then lost con -
sciousness,” said Pillay.

She said her parents rushed her 
to Dalview Life Hospital, where 
the doctors tried to resuscitate her 
for 20 minutes.

“The doctors told my sister 
that they tried to save her. How -
ever, 20 minutes later the doctor 
told them Azra had passed on due 
to multiple organ failure. Tests 
showed traces of Terbufos in Azra’s 
bloodstream. This insecticide is 
similar to rat poisoning, and is 
very deadly when ingested,” said 
Pillay.

She said they believed the 
chips had been exposed to the 
insecticide before it had been 
brought to the tuckshop.

Pillay said they were struggling 
to come to terms with Azra’s “sud -
den and unexpected” death.

“We did not know how ill Azra 
had taken until my older niece 
called us from my sister’s phone. 
Less than half an hour later, Azra 
had passed away. We were in dis -
belief,” she added.

Pillay said they were a close-
knit family with Azra and her sib -
ling spending the school holidays 

in Durban with her family.
“My parents are also not cop -

ing. They are devastated at losing 
their granddaughter at such a 
young age. No words can explain 
the pain of losing Azra. She was a 
loving, caring and creative child 
who was mature beyond her 
years,” she said.

She said Azra would have cele -
brated her 8th birthday tomorrow 
(February 13).

“Thursday is her birthday and 
shelovedcelebratingit.Shealways 
said she was our Valentine’s baby 
and every year her dad bought 
her �owers.”

Azra’s funeral took place on 
February 2 at Stanmore Hall in 
Phoenix.

Pillay said they decided to go 
public with Azra’s story to create 
an awareness for other parents, 
and to try and prevent them from 
going through such grief.

“We want to educate parents 
about the dangers of buying 
snacks from tuckshops or street 
vendors. It is not safe.

“It is also important to note 
that children should not share 
food. 

“Food safety is critical. We are 
hoping to create awareness so 
another family does not have to 
feel our pain,” said Pillay.

Carmyn said losing her daugh -
ter was like losing her other half.

“We were very close. Even 
when she went on holidays to 
Durban, she always wanted to 
rush back home to me. I do not 
know how to get on with my life 
without her. Now I’m only getting 
her sister ready for school and 
making one lunchbox. There is 
such a big void in my life,” said 
Carmyn.

She said she prayed another 
parent did not have to endure the 
pain she was going through.

“I felt so helpless as a mother. I 
realised on that fateful night that 
I could not �x everything. All I 
could do was watch helplessly as 
my child died in my arms.

“Her siblings, Zaariah and 
Liam, are pining for her. She was 
their best friend,” said Carmyn.

Azra’s father, Keagan Pillay, 
said he wanted answers and jus -
tice.

“I just want to get to the bot -
tom of this case. I want answers 
to our daughter’s death,” he said.

The matter is being investi -
gated by Brakpan police.

Girl, 7, dies after eating 
chips contaminated with 

a deadly insecticide

Parents call for probe into daughter’s death

AFTER a lengthy legal battle, 
the South Gauteng High Court 
has ordered the Road Accident 
Fund (RAF) to pay R850 000 to 
Trusha Chesney Naidoo for severe 
injuries sustained in a 2009 car 
crash.

According to the recent judg -
ment, Naidoo was a passenger in 
one of the vehicles, when the col -
lision occurred on Athol Road in 
Highlands North, Johannesburg, 
on July 16, 2009.

At the time, Naidoo, who was 
represented by advocate Docrati 
in the capacity as curator ad litem , 
instituted action against the 
RAF for damages of more than 
R7.4 million.

This included R110 000 
for past hospital and medical 
expenses; R6 590 827 for future 
loss of income inclusive of fur -
ther loss of employability and 

R700 000 for general damages.
The RAF had conceded liabil -

ity, and all damages except gen -
eral were expedited. Naidoo was 
awarded R6 300 436 for past and 
future loss of earnings on Decem -
ber 13, 2016.

However, the judgment was 
taken to the review court, where 
it was declared that Naidoo’s inju -
ries were serious and that she was 
entitled to general damages.

During the initial trial, vari -
ous experts provided reports on 
the extent and impact of her inju -
ries.

Dr Edward Schnaid, an 
orthopaedic surgeon, said Naidoo, 
who had been hospitalised for 
three days, sustained a fractured 
right radius and ulna; soft tis -
sue injury of the cervical spine; 
soft tissue injury of the lumbar 
spine; and a head injury with 
loss of consciousness for a few 
minutes.

He said she had su�ered with 

pain in the cervical spine, lumbar 
spine and her right forearm as 
well as headaches.

Schnaid said she could not 
walk long distances, sit, stand for 
long periods or run.

lift or carry heavy objects. She was 
depressed and experienced pins 
and needles in her right hand.

He said prior to the accident, 
Naidoo used to swim.

“This she no longer does. 
She can manage daily household 
chores, although with di�cul -
ties.”

According to the court papers, 
Naidoo �led a notice in terms of 
rule 28(10) of the Uniform Rules 
of Court (URC) to amend the 
quantum claim for general dam -
ages from R700 000 to R1.6 mil -
lion on October 29, 2024.

During the court proceedings, 
Naidoo’s legal representative 
argued that the RAF would not 
su�er any prejudice considering 

that it had not made any o�er to 
the plainti�.

However, the RAF’s legal rep -
resentative argued that the RAF 
would su�er prejudice and further 
that the application was defective 
in that it was not compliant with 
rule 28(1) of the URC.

According to the court papers, 
Naidoo’s representative further 
submitted that despite the RAF’s 
objections, the review court judge 
had found in her judgment that 
her injuries were severe.

Acting Judge Livhuwani 
Vuma, in her judgment said based 
on the summary of evidence that 
was before her, she was satis�ed 
that Naidoo sustained the follow -
ing injuries: fractured distal right 
radius and ulna, and soft tissue 
injuries of the cervical and lumbar 
spine.

She said she found R850 000 
for general damages to be a fair 
and reasonable award under the 
circumstances.

16 years after crash, woman receives R850 000

A SPINAL cord injury may have 
taken away Taariqa Archary's abil -
ity to walk seven years ago, but it 
did not deter her from completing 
her �rst Midmar Mile on Saturday.

“Sometimes there is hope even 
in tragedy. We just have to �ght 
for what we want,” said Archary, 
37, a quadriplegic, soon after she 
completed her �rst aQuelle Mid -
mar Mile, in the disabled category.

“I will de�nitely swim again 
next year. I need to improve my 
time of 1 hour, 26 minutes and 
32 seconds.”

Archary said her focus would 
now be on driving again.

Through her journey, she said 
she had learnt to try her hand at 
anything she wanted to do

“And if you fail, it’s okay. Just 
try again,” she quipped.

Archary, an electronic engi -
neer from Sandton, said two 
weeks after her 30th birthday, a 
drunken driver hit their stationary 
vehicle at a red robot.

“I was in the back seat with 
my sister. She su�ered a traumatic 
brain injury and my spinal cord 
was damaged. The rear of the car 
was completely crushed. At the 
time, I had no idea what my inju -
ries meant. It wasn’t in my realm 
of imagination. I was heavily 
medicated and didn’t even know 
how to process such information.

“I know people say it’s shock -
ing, but I never had that. I would 
panic at the word ‘quadriplegic’, 
but didn’t really learn what it 

meant to be one until I left the 
hospital and my life began again. 
That was when the real challenge 
began.

“I was in the ICU for 21 days, 
followed by another three weeks 
in the neurological high care, and 
then three months in a rehabilita -
tion hospital. This was where most 
of the techniques were taught, 
but the real progress started with 
ongoing rehabilitation therapy. 
Here I was able to train what 
muscles I still had active, to be 
able to build the strength to do 
more for myself and become more 
independent.

“This is why I’m so passion -
ate about ongoing rehabilitation 
therapy. It has made the biggest 
di�erence in my life. I meet so 
many amazing people at rehabil -
itation centres, who progressed 
so well, but suddenly they stop 
showing up. It was never for lack 
of motivation but always for lack 
of funding.”

She said prior to the accident, 
she was “never into swimming”, 
having only learnt to swim in 
her 20s.

“I started hydrotherapy after 
the accident as a way to main -
tain muscle mass and circulation. 
My therapist, Nicole Fish, is a 
Midmar Mile swimmer, and this 
crazy idea started from a conversa -
tion around setting a stretch goal. 
From there all my other therapists 
got on board and put together a 
plan to train the functions nec -
essary to achieve this. They’re an 
unbelievable, passionate bunch 
and I owe them all so much."

Archary said she started train -
ing for the Midmar Mile a year 
ago.

She said Fish, who she 
described as “incredible”, swam 
with her before joining the elite 
race later on Saturday.

Archary’s husband, Hamresin, 
as well as her family and friends 
were there to support her.

She said her initial goal was 
to set a target to grow towards, 
in terms of her �tness and inde -
pendence.

“But as we drew closer to the 
event, so many of my family 
and friends expressed awe of my 
simple goal. It has since grown 
into something beyond just my 
personal well-being. I’ve been a 
supporter of the Trojan Neurolog -

ical Trust (TNT) for a few years. 
TNT provides funding to those 
who can’t a�ord ongoing ther -
apy, or the equipment necessary 
to live an independent life. The 
work they do is nothing short 
of saintly, hence they were the 
obvious choice for all proceeds 
collected By Hands that SSServe."

The Hands that SSServe is a 
non-pro�t organisation, which 
was started by her family in the 
name of two community leaders 
in Chatsworth – Sundress Archary 
and Steve Chockalingam.

“My father-in-law and uncle 
had lived a life of community 
service, and so Hands that SSServe 
was started to continue their leg -
acy and service to the less fortu -
nate.”

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HEALTH authorities have called on 
Durban residents to follow Covid-19 

fokaerbtuonasaslocotorpeneigyh
hand, foot and mouth disease (HFMD) 
sweeps across the city.

Umhlanga, Phoenix and Greenwood 
Park all had con�rmed cases this week, 
and the Independent on Saturday also 
spoke to a parent in Morningside whose 
child had been infected. By noon yester -
day at least 36 cases of HFMD had been 
recorded at several primary schools and 
daycare centres in the north of Durban, 
the provincial Health Department said.

Allingham Primary and Whetstone 
Primary in Phoenix sent out notices 
to parents con�rming they had pupils 
who had tested positive. At Whetstone 
Primary, a Grade R pupil and his Grade 
1 brother were both infected. 

Babongile Mhlongo, the provincial 
director for Environmental Health and 
Communicable Disease Control, said 
HFMD was a common viral infection 
which mainly a�ected infants and chil -
dren, usually in creches and primary 
schools.

“So educators really need to ensure 
that there’s good hygiene because it’s 
a contact kind of an infection … so 
you need to make sure that hands are 
regularly washed and try to avoid the 
sharing of eating utensils such as cutlery, 
cups and toothbrushes. And we need to 
regularly clean surfaces and other shared 
items such as toys.” 

She said it wasn’t necessary to keep 
children with mild symptoms at home 
but once they developed blisters, they 
had to stay at home for three to �ve 
days.

While most children present with 
mild infections, for Cridin Sathyamar -
gum, the past week has been harrowing. 
His 2-year-old daughter Shiloh became 
so ill that she was hospitalised.

“I thought I was going to lose my 
child. It was very very emotional,” he 
said.

Sathyamargum said they initially 
thought that she had the �u and the 
doctor prescribed antibiotics. When the 
blisters appeared, they thought it was an 
allergic reaction to the medication. But 
on Sunday when the blisters developed 
pus, they knew it was time to take her 
to hospital where she was placed in iso -
lation. She was discharged on Thursday.

“Her entire mouth, her tongue was 

swollen and her throat. When a child 
cries you try to �gure out what's wrong, 
and she was crying in such a way where 
she was helpless. It was now the third 
day where she hadn’t eaten or even 
drunk a glass of water or even a sip of 
even soup,” said Sathyamargum.

Seelan Nair said last Friday his son 
had earache, by Saturday he couldn't eat 
and then on Sunday they rushed him to 
the doctor. By then he had developed 
blisters in his mouth.

“While we were at the doctor, the 
parents from the creche called us and
told us that their children were getting 
admitted,” said Nair.

A Morningside mom who would not 
be named said she had 2-year-old twin 
boys but only one had HFMD.

“I know that some kids get it worse 
than others. But since yesterday, all the 
sores have turned into blisters and are 
starting to pop. So now he's in a bit of 
discomfort. They’ve just started play 
school … Even when we go out, they're 
wanting to run everywhere and touch 
everything,” she said.

Ntokozo Maphisa, of the provincial 
health department, said: “We are con -
cerned about these growing numbers, 
but in the same breath we would like 
to appeal for calm. We urge parents to 
ensure that children have no direct con -
tact with persons who are ill. Those who 
are a�ected by HFMD, with severe dis -
ease or complications, are urged to visit 
the nearest healthcare facility. Learners 
who are symptomatic of HFMD should 
be kept at home until they feel better.”

Yesterday eThekwini Municipality 
called for calm amid the outbreak and 
said there were six con�rmed cases at a 
school in Phoenix. The children were 
in Grades 1,2 and 3 and they were all 
under the age of 10. Gugu Sisilana, 
the municipality’s spokesperson, said 
that the situation was under control. 
She said the city’s Area Based Outbreak 
Response Team was closely monitoring 
the situation.

“HFMD is a common illness a�ecting 
infants and young children, often occur -
ring in small outbreaks during summer 
and autumn. It should not be confused 
with Foot and Mouth Disease, which 
a�ects animals.

“HFMD is a highly contagious viral 
infection which spreads through contact 
with the mouth, nose, and eyes. Symp -
toms typically appear between three to 
six days after exposure and last for seven 
to 10 days,” Sisilana said.
